5t Annual Messiah Lutheran School
Golf Tournament

GUIDELINES & INFORMATION

Thank you for participating in the 5™ Annual Messiah Lutheran School golf tournament.
We hope that everyone enjoys a great day of fellowship and golf. In order to ensure an
enjoyable event, please refer to the following guidelines and tournament information:

Registration begins at 11:30am at the Bear Creek Golf Club in Wentzville. A complimen-
tary BBQ lunch will be provided for all golfers prior to tee time. We will leave the club
house for the course between 1-1:15pm.

This is a golf tournament “Scramble”. Please play the “Best Ball” from your foursome on
each shot throughout the round.

In order to maintain an appropriate pace of play, the two-putt rule will be in effect. Once
on the green, if all four members of your foursome cannot make the putt on the 1% try,
then pick up the ball and move to next hole (on the scorecard, count the putting as two
strokes).

Please note that there will be two flights (A & B). Prizes will be awarded to the top two
scores in each flight (15! and 2™ place). We will break any ties by using your scorecards,
starting with Hole #1.

While playing the tournament, you may move the ball and place anywhere within one club
length of where it originally landed except if you are in a hazard or if this would allow you
to place the ball onto the green. If on the green, you must putt the ball from where it lies.

Please watch your pace of play. The buffet dinner will start around 6:30pm.

Ladies may always tee off from the green tee boxes. Men will normally tee off from the
white tee boxes (unless using a “Green Tee” privilege that has been purchased at the
registration table prior to tee time - $20 for each foursome — can be used up to two times).
Note that using a “Green Tee” privilege allows all members of the foursome to tee off from
the green tee boxes. Note that “Green Tee” privileges cannot be used on Par 3 holes or
on Hole #15 (for the “Longest Drive” contest).

A player can also buy two “Mulligans” at the registration table at $5 each. They can be
used anywhere on the course, but they must be used only by the individual that bought
them. Mulligans cannot be used to win the closest to the pin competition, longest drive, or
hole in one contests.



Adding to the fun of the day, there will be several contests and opportunities for prize
winning. Note that, unless otherwise indicated, all prizes will be issued at the club house
after the Dinner Buffet is served.

All participating golfers will be given Gift Bags after they complete registration. The gift
bags can be picked up near the registration table and will include assorted items including
your complimentary Messiah Lutheran School Golf Tournament T-Shirt.

When picking up your gift bag, each golfer will receive a raffle ticket for an “Attendance
Prize”. After registering, be sure to visit the Attendance Prize table to see what additional
item you have won!

At the club house there will be Auction Tables set up with a variety of items available for

bidding. Before or after lunch, please make a point of stopping by the auction table. (Be

sure to check out the tickets for the Cardinals Suite!) You can bid on items at any time.

After the Buffet Dinner that evening, there will be a final call for last bids before the silent

auction is closed (around 8:00pm). ( Remember, it’'s for a good cause!)

Also at the club house, we will be selling Messiah Lutheran “Spirit Wear”:

$40 — Premium 1ZOD dry-wicking golf polo shirt. Primary color is Gold. Will
include Messiah Lion logo on chest and Messiah hame embroidered on
sleeve.

$20 — Two-tone adjustable golf cap. Cap will be black, with khaki brim. Will
feature Messiah Lion logo on front with Messiah name embroidered on
back.

There will be a “Putting Contest” that golfers can play in at the putting green near the club
house after registering, prior to tee time. Each golfer that makes a putt will be entered into
a drawing. You can buy 3 chances for $5 (if you make it 3 times, you are entered into the
drawing three times). The drawing will be held after Dinner and will be for a cash prize
equal to 50% of the total cash pot (guaranteed to be at least $50).

There will be a “Pink Ball” contest during the tournament. For this contest, each foursome
will be given one pink ball during registration. One player must hit the pink ball for the
entire hole. You then rotate the player every hole until they lose it, or finish their round. All
teams that still have their pink ball at the end of the round are eligible for a drawing to win
a special prize. Please turn in your ball at the registration table after the round. Please do
not turn in a ball that has hardly been used or not used at all.

There will be a “Longest Drive” contest on Hole #15. To qualify, the player’s ball must land
in the fairway (and men must hit from the white tee box). At Hole #15, there will be two
markers on the fairway indicating the longest drive (one for men, one for women). If you
hit beyond the marker, then please move it and write down your name on the attached
paper.

There will be a “Closest to the Pin” contest on Hole #3. At Hole #3, there will be two mark-
ers on the green indicating the best performance thus far for closest to the pin (one for
men, one for women). If you hit closer than the marker, then please move it and write
down your name on the attached paper. (Anyone getting a Hole in One will win a sepa-
rate prize, but will not be part of the “Closest to the Pin” contest).



This year there will be FOUR “Hole in 1” contest opportunities during the tournament. Note
that anyone making a Hole in 1 qualifies to receive the prize:

Hole #3 — “Hole in 1” wins Bose Wave Music System

Hole #6 — “Hole in 1” wins $5,000 cash prize

Hole #12 — “Hole in 1” wins Nike Golf Set (3 Irons or 1 Driver)
Hole #16 — “Hole in 1” wins $500 Visa Gift Card

The Dinner Buffet will be served around 6:30pm (exact time may vary depending on pace of

tournament). Following dinner there will be several drawings and announcements for contest

and tournament winners. Following that (around 8:00pm), we will start our Bunco Dice Tour-
nament.Remember after the tournament to patronize our sponsors, because without them
this tournament would not be a success!

IN CASE OF RAIN — During the past four years, we have been blessed with beautiful weather

on the day of our Golf Tournament but it is always wise to be prepared. Below are the steps
we will follow in case of inclement weather on the day of the event:

If it looks like it might rain, bring your umbrella, jackets or parkas with you to the golf
course.

The tournament will proceed as planned if it is only a light rain.

In case of heavy rain or lightning, there will be a one-hour rain delay. If you are out on
the course during heavy rain or lightning, return immediately to the clubhouse.

If the weather improves, the tournament will resume.

If the weather does not improve after one hour, then the tournament will be suspended.

But everyone should still stick around for some fun and socializing at the clubhouse that
afternoon and we will move up the dinner buffet for an early meal. In addition, all golfers

will still receive a pass for a free round of golf to use on another date at Bear Creek.
